SERIAL NUMBER POSITION

Unique serial number of the Akrapovi¢ muffler is located on the muffler’s inlet.

1. Put the motorcycle on a central racing stand. Make sure, that surface is solid and flat.
2. Unscrew the marked bolts and remove the right side panel (F 01).
