Installation
1.   Remove the lower muffler mount bracket bolt 
      from right footpeg bracket. Install (No. 9) 13141-
      RMBKT, muffler bracket adapter on the backside 
      of the muffler mount bracket using the provided 
      (No. 10) M8X16, bolt.
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2.   Align (No. 9) 13141-RMBKT, muffler bracket 
      adapter to the backside of the right footpeg 
      bracket. Secure using the stock bolt. 

3.   Install (No. 1) 13141SDM-00, manifold and 
      (No. 2) 13141SDR-00, flange using the stock 
      header nuts. Torque header nuts to factory   
      specification. Hook (No. 7) RACE-SPX-1-NL, 
      short spring without insulator onto the two lower 
      holes on the flange. 

      Note: Exhaust port gaskets will be re-used. 

4.   Slide header inlets over manifolds. Tap legs with 
      a soft mallet to make sure header is completely 
      seated. Hook exhaust springs hanging from 
      flange onto header spring hooks. 

5.   Secure header chassis mount bracket to chassis 
      using the stock chassis mount bolt, stock washer 
      and provided (No. 13) 8MMNUT, nut. 
      See assembly diagram for proper orientation. 

6.   Install (No. 4) 13141-719, tailpipe over header 
      outlet and secure using (No. 7) 
      RACE-SPX-1-NL, short spring without insulator.
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Removal
1.   Remove the heatshields on muffler and header.

2.   Remove lower cowl and left / right fairing as 
      per Factory Service Manual.

3.   Remove the muffler exhaust clamp.

4.   While securely supporting the stock muffler, 
      remove the muffler mount bolt and carefully 
      remove the stock muffler assembly. 

5.   Remove the two O2 sensors from the pre-muffler 
      chamber assembly.

6.   Disconnect and remove exhaust valve cables 
      from the pre-muffler chamber assembly.

1      Note : Exhaust valve cables will not be used with 
      the Yoshimura full-system. Remove 
      exhaust valve cables from servo motor.

2      Note : Do not disconnect servo motor connector.

7.   Remove the three chassis mount bolts securing 
      pre-muffler chamber assembly to frame.

8.   While securely supporting the pre-muffler 
      chamber assembly, loosen the two exhaust 
      clamps between the header and carefully 
      remove pre-muffler chamber assembly.

9.   Remove the lower oil cooler bracket.

10. While securely supporting the header, remove 
      header nuts and carefully remove the stock 
      header.

      Note: The stock exhaust port gaskets will be re-
     used with the Yoshimura full-system. 
     Inspect and replace if necessary.

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7.   Install (No. 5) CRYM5127R, muffler over tailpipe 
      outlet. Slide (No. 6) MCYM5-GCBY, muffler 
      clamp over muffler and secure to the backside of 
      the stock muffler mount bracket using the 
      provided (No. 11) M8X45, bolt, (No. 12) 
      M8ALCSW-00, counter sink washer, (No. 14) 
      8MMWASHERL, washer, and (No. 13) 
      8MMNUT, nut. See diagram for proper 
      orientation and order of hardware. 

8.   Install (No. 8) RACE-SPS-1, medium spring with 
       insulator between the muffler and tailpipe. 

9.   Install the stock O2 sensors into (No. 3)
      13141-704, header. 

10. Torque muffler mount bolt and chassis mount 
      bolt to factory specification.

11. Re-install lower oil cooler bracket using the 
      supplied 6X3SPCC, aluminum spacer and stock 
      bolt as shown below. Torque to factory 
      specification. 

12. Before starting vehicle, check for proper 
      clearance between new exhaust system and 
      rear suspension (i.e. tire, swingarm, brakes, 
      rear shock, and etc.) If any problem is found, 
      please carefully follow through the installation 
      steps again. If problem still persists, please call 
      Yoshimura Tech Department at (800) 634-9166 /

13. It is recommended that the muffler and tailpipe 
      be wiped down with rubbing alcohol to remove 
      oil and fingerprints. This will help prevent 
      tarnishing of the finish after the exhaust is 
      heated up.
